Flu vaccination is being offered to your child. Most children are offered a nasal spray vaccine which is easy to administer and is considered better at preventing the spread of flu.  
The nasal vaccine contains highly processed porcine (pork) gelatine as an essential stabiliser. For those who may not accept the use of porcine gelatine in medicines, a flu vaccine injection is available. If you have not already done so and would like to consent to the flu injection, please follow the steps below to complete your child’s online consent form. The school’s unique codes will remain the same, you will need this to complete the form.

[image: image3.png]The Fluenz Tetra vaccine (live attenuated nasal spray) is currently the most effective vaccine for children and is our
first choice for protecting children against the circulating flu strains. However we are aware that this is a vaccine that
you have declined because of the porcine content, which is used as a stabiliser within this vaccine. This flu season
we may be able to offer your child an alternative flu vaccine that does not contain any porcine gelatine.

We do not give the alternative injectable vaccine in school sessions to primary aged children. You must contact us to
arrange a clinic appointment. If your child attends upper school, years 7,8 and 9 the injectable vaccine will be offered
in the school session.
